a. Consulares do Consulado Geral Update

b. Social Security Services - Starting January 23, on Thursdays between 9:30 AM and 12:30 PM, the Consulate General in New York will offer social security services with Ana Relvas. Appointments can be made via email at adido-eua@seg-social.pt.
c. Portuguese passport - Beginning the first quarter of 2026 Portuguese passports will be valid for 10 years. The extension of the validity period from 5 to 10 years aims to increase convenience and security for national citizens who wish to travel, and it is a measure to simplify and reduce bureaucracy in public administration services offered to citizens.
